I Education, Prof. Ragayyatu Ahmed
Rufai has presented operational

licenses to five private polytechnics as well
as 23 Innovation Enterprise Institutions
(IEIs) and Vocational Enterprise
Institutions (VEIs) recently granted
approval by the Federal Government while
also 1ssuing a note of warning to operations
ofillegal institutions and satellite campuses
of approved institutions.

At an impressive ceremony held at the
NBTE-UNESCO Centre in Kaduna, Prof.
Rufai presented the licenses to
representatives of the successful
institutions while urging them to see the
opportunity as a call to national service in

public/private partnership initiative for
TVET development in particular and
national development in general.

She told proprietors of the new institutions,
which included Igbajo Polytechnic, Osun
State, Covenant Polytechnic Aba, Abia State,
Kings Polytechnic, Ubiaja, Edo Stte, Temple
Gate Polytechnic, Aba, Abia State and
Heritage Polytechnic, Eket, Akwa Ibom
State, that their success would be a
motivation for the government to grant more
licences to others.

The Minister also disclosed that the
government viewed with concern reports that
there was a steady growth in the
establishment of illegal institutions and
